Vice President Teresa Oman started the educational part of our meeting at 2:00 by reading the “Statement of Harassment” and then introducing our first guest speaker, Mr Rejean Amyotte, Facilitator and Bargaining Team member, from Sturgeon Falls, who gave us a brief history on the PSAC as a whole.  UNDE (Union of National Defence Employees) is just one of 17 components in the Public Service Alliance of Canada.  He spoke on such topics as:  the labour movement, collective agreements, collective bargaining, classifications, and courses and seminars to educate our members to make our Union stronger.  We took a moment of silence to remember our members who were killed in a boiler explosion on 16 Oct and the 14 women who were killed in the Montreal Massacre on 6 Dec, 1989 and he gave us postcards to send to the Office of the Prime Minister, one each day for the 20 days leading up to 6 Dec starting on 16 Nov, called “20 days 20 ways TO END VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN”.

Our second guest speaker was John MacLennan, our UNDE President, from Ottawa, who spoke about the Convention in Niagara Falls, mandates, budgets, contracting out, apprenticeship programs, the fact that we support the troops and not the public sector, that bullying in the work place is not acceptable and that there is a DCC (Defence Construction Canada) on every Base across Canada and it does not have to account to anyone.  He was extremely upset by the fact that our term employees are being laid off and replaced with a DCC member.  60% of our members could be retired by 2011, but they could also have second thoughts.  There will be a “Local Presidents’ Conference” in Ottawa on Dec 4 & 5 on behalf of Defence employees.
