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Vice – President Report Nova Scotia – Terry Kiley
  From the time of my last report, we as a National Executive had our NE meeting in Quebec City. We attended the PSAC Triennial Convention also in Quebec City. Details of these meetings can be found in the National Executive Report. I have outlined various meetings that I have attended between May and December 2015. I would like to highlight some of the issues that I have been involved with over that time period.

  Local presidents from across the country meet in June in Toronto to discuss issues of common interest. Over the two days we had presentations on classification, PSST complaints, EAP, as well as update on PSAC bargaining. We also had an informative presentation on Infrastructure & Environment (IE) and the impact on the workplace.

  We held a telephone town hall, for UNDE members in the Atlantic region, that was very successful. Member participation was high, as the members had an opportunity to ask questions directly to our national leadership. This was followed up by PSAC national president sister Robyn Benson and brother John MacLennan coming to Nova Scotia to start a nationwide series of town hall meetings in the HRM, at the  Dartmouth Holiday Inn, and also in Greenwood.
  The PSACs ‘Stop Harper’ campaign for the federal elections was a great success! This showed how much of an affect the union can have on a national elections, when we pull together. Unfortunately we lost one of the country’s best MPs in Nova Scotia with Peter Stoffer not being re-elected. Peter was a strong supporter of UNDE in voice and action.
   The Nova Scotia Federation of Labour held their 48th convention October 25 to 28. The   theme of the convention was “Labour Rights are Human Rights!” Long-time Nova Scotia Federation of Labour President, Brother Rick Clarke formerly announced his retirement at the convention, after serving 26 years as president. Brother Clarke was honoured at the dinner with tributes from many of the affiliates, and from former NDP premier Darrell Dexter.

Elections were held for position of president where brother Danny Cavanagh (CUPE) was elected president. Delegates debated a number of resolutions ranging from the fight for a $15 minimum wage, to demanding that Nova Scotia and Canada meet obligations under UN Convention for missing and Murdered Aboriginal Women and Girls. There were a number of emergency resolutions that the NSFL is to work with PSAC to oppose changes to sick leave and any Omnibus bills that take away unionized employee rights.
