Local 1018 is resilient in its attempts to achieve a collective agreement while at the same time being frustrated with the bargaining agent who seems unwilling to bring the necessary pressure to bear to achieve this goal. It is unfortunate that the energies to achieve what is rightly due the membership must be divided fighting not only the employer but the PSAC as well. The arbitration hearing was held and the Local awaits word of the outcome. I would be remiss if I did not recognize the stellar efforts of the Local 1018 bargaining team for standing strong against all fronts as they progress towards their just desserts.

I attended a BC PSAC regional council meeting and it was about as I expected. The only positive outcome was that I am now a member of the BC Fed of labour's Apprenticeship committee. Unfortunately, the first meeting after I was appointed to it came at a time that I was unavailable. I am looking forward to see what this group can do for our membership.

As VP for BC, I have had in the past, the requirement to meet with the Local MP. I have had to re-engage with him as a necessary evil, to properly serve the needs of Local 1018. I remain however, convinced of the need to have an MP whose priorities match those of the constituents. Our current one does not. 

BC of course, has 1 member of each of the big 3 TB bargaining tables - Brother Marcelo Lazaro for the SV group, Brother Scott Hodge for the TC group, and Sister Colleen Girard for the PA group.

BC's Young Worker Rep - Sister Danielle Dardengo and BC's HR Rep - Sister Dyan Day, are both doing Yeoman's service for their respective portfolios and their presence at last Falls AGM circuit helped out their exposure and confidence immeasurably. It is my plan to continue this practice and to add the DVP to this circuit as well (as discussed last NE).

The employer is continuing on with it plans to change the usage of the building which the UNDE BC office is currently located. No new location has been discussed, nor for that matter has the eviction. I have been cleaning out the office in preparation for whatever comes. The affected locals have already relocated their properties.
