Many of our locals have been without a contract for over a year now.  Our employer has gone through staffing issues in their Labour Relations Department and this has caused a delay for most locals for bargaining.  During our meetings we were told that the employer is still awaiting a mandate to settle ongoing negotiations.  We hope to get everyone at the table by the fall of 2019.  
During the President’s Conference, NPF members elected a new Young Worker Representative, Krystel Marcoux of Local #10580 Valcartier.  We also elected a new Human Rights Representative, Tamara Lindsay, of Local #00680 Petewawa.
