The Local attendance register shall be the only means used to prove the 75% attendance requirement for convention delegates.

Proposed Bylaw: 3 b) No member shall be eligible to be nominated as an accredited or alternate delegate unless the member has attended 75% of all Local meetings open to the general membership held during the twelve (12) month period immediately prior to the day on which the election of delegates and alternates takes place. The Local attendance register shall be the only means used to prove the 75% attendance requirement for convention delegates.
